A desk study highlighted the presence of 
potential mine workings at relatively shallow 
depths. A ground investigation was designed and 
supervised using rotary coring techniques to 
assess the extent of the void within the Coal 
Measures rock underlying the site. 
 
The investigation concluded that within the 
sequence of Coal Measures rocks there were 
potential void areas within the zone of influence 
reated by the building structures. 

 For each individual house and garage a grouting 
scheme was designed to take into account the 
depth to and extent of the void from the borehole 
logs. 
 
The site was situated on a steep slope and 
ignificant retaining structures were required. s
